Many internationally renowned artists perform at the Sata-Häme Soi Festival in Ikaalinen during the week after Midsummer. Artists such as Richard Galliano & Tangaria-quartet from France and Renato Borghetti from Brasil perform at the idyllic Oma Tupa venue. The Serbian group Beltango comes to Ikaalinen, hosting the legendary maestro of the tango Carlos Buono from Argentina. French swing jazz is played by the Alain Musichini quartet.

Organ and accordion music can be enjoyed at the church concerts. Accordionist Mika Väyrynen and organist Kalevi Kiviniemi perform at Ikaalinen Church, a venue with excellent acoustic properties. 

Finnish top names coming to Ikaalinen this year include Riku Niemi Orchestra, Mikael Konttinen, Annika Eklund, Jorma Kääriäinen, Merja Larivaara, Päivi Nisula, Veli-Matti Järvenpää, Marita Taavitsainen and Erkki Friman. 

The 6th Primus Ikaalinen Competition is a unique international competition and accordion show where young artists get a chance to perform both to Finnish television audience and also to international audiences via satellite channels. Also The Golden and The Silver Accordion competitions are broadcast live.

Focus on Children and the Youth

A large number of young musicians come to Ikaalinen this summer. The Sata-Häme Soi Festival has received a special grant from the Ministry of Education for organizing an international meeting for Youth Orchestras.  The meeting takes place at the Sata-Häme Soi Festival.  Orchestras that take part in the meeting are: Kastav Youth Orchestra from Croatia, Kraslice Music School Orchestra from the Czech Republic, Accordion Brio from Moldovia, Accordeonorchester ”In Takt” from Germany, Nuori Soi –String Orchestra, Ikaalinen Youth Orchestra, Accordionists from Nakkila region and the National Youth Accordion Orchestra, in which advanced level students of music from Lappeenranta, Espoo and Hämeenlinna play. The mini-festival for children, which was arranged for the first time last year, was warmly welcomed and this year special programme for children and families is provided during Saturday afternoon. 

Top accordionists at the Oma tupa concert venue 

The international nature of the Sata-Häme Soi –festival is salient at Oma Tupa where top names of the accordion world take the stage on four nights. Sata-Häme Soi is without dispute one of the most interesting accordion festivals in the world. It is also  a meeting place for many accordion professionals. 

A new concept at Sata-Häme Soi is the Midnight Swing on Wednesday night at Oma Tupa. Alain Musichini performs French swing jazz ad the atmosphere can be enjoyed even after the Golden and the Silver Accordion Competitions, since Musichini does not start to play until midnight. 

Renato Borghetti plays the diatonic accordion at Oma Tupa on Friday. Borghetti comes from Rio Grande do Sulis in Brasil. His music is energetic and at the same time melancholy – a feature that appeals to the Finnish audience. This is Borghetti´s first performance in Finland.  Beltango Quintet from Serbia stole the heart of the Finnish audience when they visited Ikaalinen for the first time two years ago. This year the group brings with them a rare guest, the bandoneonist and the legendary maestro of the tango from Argentina, Carlos Buono. We can expect to hear old argentinian tango combined with the Balkan temperament. 

Richard Galliano has created a unique style with his compositions. The style is called New Musette and it is a fusion of samba, salsa, reggae, waltz, tango and bolero. Richard Galliano has become one of the most famous accordionist of the 21st century. His concerts are much awaited events in jazz festivals and in world class concert halls. This year Sata-Häme Soi hosts also the Scandinavian Final of the  digital Roland V-Accordion competition. The winner will perform at the international Roland V Festival in Rome.

Midsummer Magic

Sata-Häme Soi Festival  is full of unforgettable musical experiences, dance, nostalgy, good company and joy for a week. The festival also provides glimpses of the future of the accordion music – this year for the 38th time.
